For Jimmy- A Talk for Change with Barry & Margaret Mizzen

Jimmy Mizen was murdered in May 2008. The Jimmy Mizen Foundation, which is now named  ‘For Jimmy’ was founded in 2009 to focus on two outcomes: not be beaten by his death and that something good will come from it.
During this day we warmly welcome Jimmy’s parents, Barry and Margaret, who will share the story of their son’s tragic death, describing what he was like as a young person, what his loss meant to them as a family, and how they each responded. As part of their ministry with ‘For Jimmy’ they visit schools and other places to challenge young people to reflect on the consequences of their actions and they inspire them to use their own power for positive change within their school and wider community. Forgiveness has been a powerful force in bringing good from what happened to their family and they share the lessons they have learned. 
As a key part of the Talk for Change in schools, Barry & Margaret usually stay to answer questions from students afterwards, either in the large group if appropriate, or perhaps more effectively with a couple of smaller groups chosen by the school. This day is a valuable opportunity to hear this inspiring couple and explore the legacy of ‘For Jimmy’ which responds directly to one of the most pressing issues affecting young people and our society today.

[image: page1image1173414256]Open the Book (OtB) is a project which offers primary school children an opportunity to hear key Bible stories, from a team of Christians from local churches, who present the stories during assemblies/acts of Collective Worship. Each presentation takes around 10–15 minutes and can be incorporated into a wider school assembly, or can stand alone. It is a three-year rolling programme with an additional, but optional year of material based on Christian Values for schools.

After being inspired by this, the project spread into Gloucestershire in 2001. Later, in 2007, a national charity was formed. With increasing growth of volunteer numbers into the thousands, OtB joined Bible Society in 2013.

Since 2015 Fr. Eamonn has given weekly lectures at Oscott College, the Inter-Diocesan Seminary near Birmingham.
