Act of Worship: Power from On High
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Please feel free to use and adapt some or all of the resources and ideas below for your Collective Act of Worship/ Assembly around the theme of ‘Power from on High” to help you prepare for and celebrate Pentecost. All the resources can be found at the link below by selecting Pentecost Novena at www.northamptondiocese.org the following the links for FAITH and EVANGELISATION. 
THEME: ‘POWER FROM ON HIGH’

The first ‘Welcome’ power point slide provided can be put up as a background visual.

As students gather play the ‘Song of Sending’ either with the MP3 backing track provided or live using the sheet music to familiarise them with the tune which they will sing at the end.

Introduction (Show the next power point slide with words ‘Power from on High )

Leader:

Welcome to our assembly. Today we are going to think about the power of the Holy Spirit and why we need the power of the Holy Spirit in our daily lives. 
Video

Let’s begin by reminding ourselves about why Pentecost is so important in our lives and in the life of the whole Church. Let’s watch a video now called ‘Pentecost in 2 Minutes’

Exploring the Theme: Power from on High
Leader: After Jesus rose from the dead he told his friends to wait in Jerusalem until they had received power from on high. Jesus said to them:

“I am going to send you what my Father has promised;

but stay in the city until you have been clothed with power from on high.” (Luke 24:49)
The friends of Jesus did what he said. They waited and prayed in Jerusalem until Pentecost when the Holy Spirit came and filled them all with power. Now for a question: 
Why do you think the friends of Jesus needed to receive God’s power?

(Spend some time listening to answers from the students).
Answer: Well they needed God’s power so that they could be witnesses, so that they could go out to the whole world and share the Good News that Jesus had risen from the dead.

Just like those first friends of Jesus Christians today also need to rely on God’s power to bring to bring the Good News of God’s love to others, through their words and through their actions.
Being a Witness: Some Examples
At this point in the Act of Worship there can be some practical examples of people who have witnessed to their Christian faith in word and action.

You might ask some students or members of staff to share very briefly about how they witness to their faith in their daily lives and how they experience God’s strength to help them to do this. If you have student or staff members of Chaplaincy Teams this might be a role they could play in the assembly.

In addition to this you could also share the story of your School/Class patron saint or some other Saint or contemporary witness (e.g. Pope Francis) to Jesus Christ. 

It is important to emphasise that God calls and chooses ordinary people like you and me and gives them the power to be witnesses. The faith stories can help to illustrate this. 

Prayers

The Response to each prayer is ‘Help us to be witnesses to your love’. You may wish to involve different students and members of staff in reading these prayers:
When we meet people who feel afraid- Help us to be witnesses to your love
When we meet people who are unhappy- Help us to be witnesses to your love
When we meet people who feel alone- Help us to be witnesses to your love
When we meet people who lack self-confidence- Help us to be witnesses to your love
When we hear of tragedies around the world in the news- Help us to be witnesses to your love
As we go out to a world in need- Help us to be witnesses to your love
In our homes, in our schools, in our parishes- Help us to be witnesses to your love 

In all that we think, do and say- Help us to be witnesses to your love
Leader: Father, we thank you that by the resurrection of your Son Jesus you have shown us that your love for us is stronger than any power on earth. Fill us with the power of your love this Pentecost so that we can witness to your love in all that we do and say. We ask this through Christ our Lord. Amen. 

We now say together the prayer that Jesus taught us:  Our Father
Closing Hymn: Song of Sending
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The sheet music and MP3 Backing track for the Song of Sending are available via the webpages mentioned above. If you have a school choir you might like to involve them in teaching the Song of Sending to the whole group by singing it through. The students and staff can listen and then join in. 
The words to the song are provided on the 3rd power point slide.
Once your School have learnt the song it can be used for other liturgies and Acts of Worship. It lends itself for example as a recessional hymn at the end of Mass. Alternatively to end the assembly you can sing a more familiar hymn such as ‘The Spirit lives to set us free (Walk in the light)’, ‘Spirit of the living God’, ‘Holy Spirit we welcome you’,‘Breathe on me Breath of God’ or another hymn about the Holy Spirit that you know.  
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
